Thabazimbi – On Wednesday, 
22  November, a Grade 3 learner of 
Laerskool Thabazimbi suffered life-
changing injuries when his left hand was 
mauled by the blades of an industrial 
lawnmower on the school grounds during 
break time.
The details surrounding the accident remain 
unclear; however, it is known that the boy 
lost all the fingers on his left hand and 
severely damaged the palm. The severity of 
the injury necessitated immediate medical 
attention. The child was transported to Life 
Peglerae Hospital in Rustenburg, where 
he underwent extensive reconstructive 
surgery.
On Tuesday, 28 November, Platinum 
Bushvelder spoke with the chairperson 
of the school’s governing body. The 
chairperson revealed that an independent 

investigation into the accident has been 
initiated, and that the results and findings 
will be shared upon completion.
Regarding the wellbeing of the learners 
affected by the traumatic event, a notice 
from the school to the parents reads: 
“Counselling is an ongoing process, and any 
pupil in need of guidance or professional 
assistance is welcome to contact the school 
counsellor”. 
This incident has raised concerns 
about safety in school environments 
and highlighted the need for stringent 
safety measures to protect children. The 
community will be updated with any further 
details from the ongoing investigation. Our 
thoughts and prayers are with the boy and 
his parents. We hope that they will get all the 
support they need during this challenging 
time and the long road ahead of them.

IN COLD BLOOD 

SANBS URGES SOUTH 
AFRICANS TO DONATE 
BLOOD AHEAD OF THE

Brits - Paul Prinsloo (61) appeared before the Brits Magistrates’ Court 
on Wednesday 29 November 2023, for the alleged domestic violence-
related double murder of his wife, Catherina Magdalena Prinsloo (58), 
and stepdaughter, 31-year-old Ruzanne Weideman. He was remanded in 
custody until his next court appearance on Wednesday 6 December.

“The accused’s court appearance emanated from an apparent domestic 
violence incident reported at about 14:30 on Monday 27 November, in 
Kosmos, Hartbeespoortdam. Allegedly, the accused was involved in an 
argument with his wife and stepdaughter. He then took a hunting rifle and 
shot both women, who were declared dead at the scene by Emergency 
Medical and Rescue Services (EMRS). Paul Prinsloo was arrested on the 
scene, shortly after the incident. The motive of the incident is yet to be 
determined,” said police spokesperson colonel Adelé Myburgh.

The provincial police commissioner, lieutenant general Sello Kwena, is 
appalled by the incident, which occurred at the beginning of the 16 Days of 
Activism For No Violence Against Women and Children, and at the victims’ 
own home where they were supposed to feel safe. Regrettably, the crimes 
were perpetrated by someone who was supposed to be their protector. He 
urged the public to work together with the police and various stakeholders 
to accelerate actions to end Gender-Based Violence and Femicide (GBVF).

Given the ongoing water crisis in Thabazimbi, it’s challenging to 
comprehend how a two-person household could accumulate a 
monthly water bill of R2,000. My records clearly indicate frequent 
requests for water from trucks, as conventional water supply is 
rarely available. This situation raises the question: How is a bill 
of R2,000 being generated? I am aware that we are not alone in 
facing this issue. I strongly encourage all residents to photograph 
their water meters and meticulously track the readings to better 
understand and address this discrepancy.

Platinum Bushvelder reached out to the Thabazimbi Local 
Municipality for comment but had not received feedback at the time 
of going to print.
