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ILLEGAL TRADE FOILED BY QUICK-THINKING TEAMS
Northam – On Monday 17 June 2024, just after 2 o’clock in the afternoon, a 
daring rescue operation saved a pangolin from illegal trade. The intricate sting 
operation, set up by the Northam Rural Safety team in collaboration with the 
police, led to the arrest of three suspects.
The operation began when Johan Prinsloo, Northam Rural Safety chairperson, 
was approached by three men looking to sell a pangolin. Unaware of Prinsloo’s 
position and his cooperation with law enforcement, the suspects fell into a 
well-coordinated trap.
Behind the scenes, a Pangolin Environmental Rehabilitation Group was on 
standby, ready to provide immediate care for the rescued animal. As the fake 
transaction concluded, the suspects were swiftly apprehended.
The rescued pangolin, which was found to be pregnant, was immediately 
taken to a veterinarian. She is currently under close observation to ensure her 
health and the wellbeing of her unborn young.

Safeguarding the future for Africa’s pangolins
Pangolins, with their armoured bodies, sharp claws, and long, sticky 
tongues, may seem formidable. However, they are no match for their 
most dangerous predator: humans.
Despite their reptilian appearance, pangolins are mammals and the only 
ones covered entirely in scales. These scales provide protection against 
natural predators like leopards, hyenas, and lions. Tragically, pangolins 
are among the most trafficked mammals globally, with tens of thousands 
poached annually for their scales, used in traditional medicine, and their 
meat, considered a delicacy by some.

Kudu causes three-
vehicle accident on R510
Thabazimbi – An unexpected encounter 
with a Kudu led to a three-vehicle accident 
on Sunday 16 June 2024, at approximately
