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The intense flames spread 
across the landscape, engulfing 

everything in its path and 
leaving a trail of devastation.

Thabazimbi – On Tuesday 17 September 
2024, at approximately 14:00, Thaba Fire and 
Rescue received a distress call from Rhino 
Mine, requesting assistance with a massive fire 
that broke out on the mine’s property. Within 
minutes, the fire spread through Rhino Mine 
grounds, extending towards Leadwood Lodge 
via Roodedam.
Thaba Fire and Rescue quickly mobilised seven 
units to the scene, supported by several other 
teams, including Numzaan Safaris, Wildmed 
Emergency Services, Amandelbult Complex’s 
Fire and Rescue team, 
Northam Platinum’s Fire 
and Rescue team, and 
local farmers who rushed 
to help contain the flames. 
Despite their combined 
efforts, the fire ravaged an 
estimated 4,000 hectares of 
land, though authorities are 
unable to confirm the exact 
figure.
“The cause of the fire is still 
unknown,” said Pierre Loots, 
director of Thaba Fire and 
Rescue.

Loots also noted that while the fire was under 
control by 01:00 on 18 September, strong winds 
caused it to reignite the following day. Firefighters 
battled again until 02:00 on 20 September to 
finally bring the blaze to an end.
Loots commended the coordinated effort of all 
teams involved, highlighting the crucial role local 
farmers played in assisting the firefighting teams.

FIVE-YEAR 
SENTENCE 

FOR 
ATTEMPTED 

RAPE
Thabazimbi – Colonel Malesela Ledwaba reported 
that a 30-year-old man was sentenced to five years 
in prison for attempting to rape a 15-year-old girl 
in Ipelegeng, Thabazimbi, on 10 May 2019. The 
man, a family friend of the victim, entered the home 
under the pretence of asking for food. Once inside, 
he requested a massage, but the situation turned 
violent when he tried to assault the young girl.
The court heard that the courageous victim fought 
off the attacker, with the assault coming to an end 
only when her mother knocked on the door. The 
man threatened the girl not to report the incident, 
but after his departure, she bravely told her mother. 
The police were immediately informed, leading to 
the swift arrest of the suspect.
Detective sergeant Dennis Modubi of the Family 
Violence, Child Protection, and Sexual Offences 
(FCS) Unit in Thabazimbi played a vital role in 
investigating the case, ensuring the suspect was 
kept behind bars and successfully opposing bail. 
His dedicated efforts resulted in the sentencing of 
the accused by the Thabazimbi Magistrates’ Court 
on Wednesday 18 September 2024.
The provincial commissioner of police in Limpopo, 
lieutenant general Thembi Hadebe, praised the 
outcome and highlighted the police’s unwavering 
commitment to combating sexual offenses and 
safeguarding vulnerable members of society.
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Witnesses Set to Testify as 
Thabazimbi Child Assault 
Trial Delayed to November

Thabazimbi – The court appearance for the 
three accused in the Thabazimbi child assault 
case has faced yet another delay, further 
frustrating the community.
Ria Oberholzer, Petrus Oelofse, and 
Jessica Hull, the three accused, appeared 
before the Thabazimbi Magistrates’ 
Court on Friday, 6 September 
2024. The appearance was 
expected to be the final step 
before the trial could begin, but 
the case has been plagued by 
multiple postponements over the 
past year and a half. Oelofse faces 
charges of sexual assault and child 
neglect, while Oberholzer and Hull are accused 
of child neglect and assault with intent to cause 
grievous bodily harm. The charges stem from 
accusations involving the assault of two young 
children with a cricket bat.
Despite expectations that the case would move 
forward, a new obstacle emerged. The accused’s 
legal team underwent changes, with a temporary 

assistant replacing the original representative. 
The defence argued for more time to allow the 

new lawyer to fully take over the case, 
leading to yet another postponement. The 
judge, visibly frustrated with the delays, 

granted the request but warned that no 
further postponements would 

be tolerated once the new 
representative was in 
place.

The trial was initially 
rescheduled for Wednesday 

25 September 2024, with the court 
determined to move the case forward. However, 

on 25 September, the proceedings focused on 
trial preparation rather than the trial itself. 
The court has now postponed the trial dates to 19 
and 20 November 2024, when witnesses will take 
the stand to testify. The bail for all three accused 
has been extended until the trial date.
The judge has reaffirmed that, come November, 
there will be no further delays, and the trial will 
proceed.

The Myth of the Rife 
Machine and the Dangers 

of Pseudoscience

Dear Editor,
It is baffling to see how some people still believe in the supposed healing powers 
of the Rife machine, a device from the 1930s invented by Royal Raymond Rife 
that claims to cure ailments like cancer through electromagnetic frequencies. 
The allure of a simple solution is understandable, but we must address the 
glaring flaws and dangers of this pseudoscientific device.
The Rife machine supposedly targets diseases by zapping pathogens with 
specific electromagnetic frequencies. Proponents claim that by tuning the 
machine to the right frequency, it can destroy bacteria, viruses, and even 
cancer cells. Its supposed mechanism of action does not align with established 
biological principles.
If certain frequencies truly held the key to health, then by the same logic, other 
frequencies could harm us — should we be cautious if someone laughs at a 
particular pitch or if our favourite song plays in an ‘unlucky’ frequency? Such 
ideas are clearly absurd and highlight the flawed thinking behind the Rife 
machine’s claims. 
The average range of the Rife machine is 1 to 1,000 Hz, frequencies that are 
common in everyday life. Our electrical appliances, the Earth’s magnetic field, 
and even our bodies naturally operate within this range. For instance, household 
power lines run at 50 or 60 Hz, and our hearts beat at roughly 1 Hz.
Listening to music or to someone laughing can also cover the whole range 
as emitted by the rife machine. These frequencies are part of normal, safe 
interactions with our environment. To suggest that these everyday occurrences 
could be used to treat serious diseases is misleading at best and dangerous at 
worst.
Health authorities worldwide, including the U.S. FDA, Health Canada, and 
regulatory bodies across the UK, Australia, and the EU, have consistently 
warned against the use of the Rife machine. These organisations classify it as 
unapproved, untested, and illegal to market for medical purposes. They have 
also noted the potential health risks when individuals opt for such unproven 

treatments over established, evidence-
based medical care. Skipping conventional 
treatments in favour of devices like the 
Rife machine can lead to the worsening of 
conditions, progression of diseases, and in 
severe cases, death.
Believing in the Rife machine is not only a 
waste of money but a dangerous diversion 
from proven medical treatments. Instead of 
relying on gadgets that promise miraculous 
cures without scientific backing, we should 
trust in methods tested and approved by 
the scientific community. Always consult 
with qualified healthcare professionals for 
evidence-based treatments that have been 
shown to work.
Let’s keep our health grounded in reality, not 
in the frequencies of wishful thinking.

Sewer Woes and Water Shortages: 
We Plead for Urgent Action

Thabazimbi – We are grappling with a worsening 
situation as persistent sewer problems and a 
lack of water in taps continue to disrupt daily life. 
Overflowing sewage and dry pipes have become 
a grim reality for weeks, causing distress and 
raising significant health concerns.
A Cry for Help
In a letter addressed to the municipality, I voiced 
the frustrations felt by many. “Due to the lack of 
water in our taps and pipes, the sewer system is 
overflowing all over town,” I wrote. This has led to 
unsanitary conditions, with sewage seeping into 
streets, creating foul odours that fill the air and 
posing a serious health threat.
Health Risks and Community Impact
We are particularly worried about the health 
risks that the unsanitary conditions present, 
especially as the town braces for the upcoming 
warmer months. Water is essential for hydration, 
sanitation, and daily living, and the current 
situation makes it impossible for many households 
to meet these basic needs.
Despite numerous complaints by residents, there 
has been no significant response or action from 

the local authorities to address the crisis. The 
lack of water in the taps is unacceptable. I urge 
the Thabazimbi Local Municipality to prioritise 
resolving the issue and restore a functioning 
sewer system.
A Call to Action
I am calling on the local municipality and relevant 
government authorities to take swift action before 
the situation worsens. The health and well-
being of residents must be the primary concern, 
and ensuring access to clean water and a safe, 
functioning sewer system is paramount.
