Thabazimbi – On Friday night, 4 October 2024, 
an accident in Van Der Bijl Street, Thabazimbi, 
resulted in damage to a local store and injuries to 
two passengers.

FIVE 
SENTENCED TO 
30 YEARS 
FOR COPPER 
CABLE THEFT 
IN THABAZIMBI

Thabazimbi – The Thabazimbi Regional Court has imposed a lengthy jail 
term on five men convicted of copper cable theft, a crime with devastating 
consequences for essential infrastructure. The accused, aged between 18 
and 60, were sentenced on 30 September 2024 for their involvement in the 
theft of valuable copper cables, trespassing, and immigration violations.
Colonel Malesela Ledwaba reported that the incident occurred in Northam on 
1 May 2021, when, around 05:00, police received a tip-off about suspicious 
activity in the area. The five suspects, identified as Matthew Simango (18), 
Thomas Seshenge (60), Ernest Manuel (22), Noa Josias Simango (18), and 
Albert Sibanda (25), were spotted carrying heavy items. Upon investigation, 
authorities discovered them in possession of 200 rolls of copper cable valued 
at R294,000. They were promptly arrested on the scene.
The case, investigated by constable Wisani Khanye of the Essential 
Infrastructure Task Team in Northam, led to significant sentences for each of 
the accused:
•	 Count 1: Criminal Matters Amendment Act – 30 years imprisonment
•	 Count 2: Theft of Essential Infrastructure – 15 years direct imprisonment
•	 Count 3: Trespassing – 2 years imprisonment
•	 Count 4: Contravention of Immigration Act – 2 years imprisonment
In line with Section 280(2) of the Criminal 
Procedure Act, sentences for counts 2, 3, 
and 4 will run concurrently with the 30-
year term under count 1.
Major general Samuel Manala, 
acting provincial commissioner 
of the Limpopo Police, praised 
the court’s decision, expressing 
gratitude for the dedicated work 
of constable Khanye and the 
arresting team in securing this 
outcome.
