Thabazimbi – The Electoral Commission of South 
Africa announced the peaceful and incident-free 
conclusion of the by-elections in Thabazimbi Local 
Municipality, Limpopo, held on December 3 and 
4, 2024. The African National Congress (ANC) 
emerged as the overall winner, securing key wards 
across the municipality and solidifying its influence 
in the region.
The elections, conducted at 57 voting stations 
across 12 wards, involved over 450 electoral 
staff. Out of 51,399 registered voters, 19,812 
participated, yielding a voter turnout of 38.55%, 
within the typical range for by-elections. The 
highest turnout was recorded in Ward 4 (48.95%), 
and the lowest in Ward 11 (18.72%). 
A demographic breakdown showed balanced 
participation across genders and varying age 
groups, with the highest voting activity among 
individuals aged 30-49.

Sergeant Modubi: protecting 
families, defending the innocent

Thabazimbi – In the ongoing fight against 
gender-based violence (GBV), detective 
sergeant Mohlatlego Dennis Modubi, stationed 
at the family violence, child protection, and 
sexual offences (FCS) Unit in Thabazimbi, is 
dedicated to ensuring justice for survivors and 
safeguarding the most vulnerable members of 
society — children.
Born and raised in a Limpopo village under 
the care of his grandmother, sergeant Modubi 
developed a strong moral foundation from a 
young age. “Being raised among elders taught 
me values like respect, empathy, and humility 
— qualities that shape the way I approach my 
work,” he shared.
Sergeant Modubi’s career with SAPS 
began on 14 January 2008. After 
completing his basic training in 
Pretoria West, he has spent the past 
16 years as a committed officer. 
One of his standout cases involved 
securing a life imprisonment sentence 
for a 43-year-old man who raped his 
11-year-old niece in December 2020. The 
heinous crime occurred in Rooibok Kraal in 
the Cumberland policing area. 

Sergeant Modubi’s message to the community 
is clear: “Take action. GBV destroys families 
and harms the innocent. Together, we 
can prevent lawlessness and create safer 
communities for everyone.”
