Thabazimbi Child Assault 
Trial Drags On: Next 

Court Date Set for 21 May

The brass band set the tone for a 
day of reflection, celebration, and 

renewed purpose in Northam.

Northam – The spirit of democracy filled the 
air on Monday, 27 April 2025, as the Limpopo 
Provincial Government marked Freedom Day at 
the RDP Sports Ground in Northam.
Premier Dr Phophi Ramathuba, joined by MEC 
Nakedi Kekana and other EXCO members, 
urged the youth to honour the legacy of 1994 by 
steering clear of substance abuse and gender-
based violence. 
“Freedom came at a cost,” she said, calling 
on young people to use their freedom wisely 
and purposefully. The Premier also spotlighted 
government achievements such as RDP 
housing, nutritional support programmes, and 
NSFAS funding – all of which help uplift and 
empower communities who were previously left 
behind. 
She reminded attendees that while freedom 
was achieved politically, the economic fight 
continues. In a strong appeal to tackle hunger 
and unemployment, Dr Ramathuba encouraged 
residents of Northam to actively engage in 
primary agriculture. She urged them to make 
use of the tools and programmes offered 
by the Department of Agriculture and Rural 
Development, under the leadership of MEC 
Kekana.

Thabazimbi – In a heartfelt appeal to the local 
community, the registered NPO, Thabazimbi 
Feed the Poor, is on a mission to bring the Word 
of God to the youngest members of the town’s 
most vulnerable families. Their latest outreach 
campaign seeks to provide children’s Bibles to 
those in need – but they can’t do it alone.
With a strong foundation in service and 
compassion, the organisation – known for its 

motto “Jesus, The Bread of Life” – is appealing 
for donations, whether in the form of Bibles or 
financial contributions.

Thabazimbi – The child assault trial that has deeply unsettled the Thabazimbi 
community remains ongoing, with the case of Ria Oberholzer, Petrus Oelofse, 
and Jesica Hull postponed once again — this time to 21 May 2025 for further 
trial proceedings.
All three accused remain out on bail.
The matter, already in court for over a year and a half, continues to draw public 
attention due to the serious nature of the charges. Oelofse faces allegations of 
sexual assault and child neglect, while Oberholzer and Hull are charged with 
child neglect and assault with intent to cause grievous bodily harm.
This latest postponement follows a series of delays, including one in February 
2025 to accommodate school exam schedules for young victims expected to 
testify.
