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Thabazimbi – Community spirit reached new heights on Wednesday, 
24  September 2025, when Laerskool Koedoeskop hosted a heartfelt 
fundraising event at Smartbrain’s field and the local airfield in support of 
five-year-old Avanya Espag.
More than 170 people laced up their shoes for a 5km walk, while between 
250 and 300 community members attended to show their support. What 
started as a walk for Avanya turned into a powerful display of unity, 
generosity, and care.
Avanya’s mother, Anja, expressed her gratitude: “Avanya is recovering 
well, but she is still very fearful of large dogs. We have a long road ahead, 
including a consultation with a plastic surgeon in six months to plan for 
scar revision surgery that can only take place after a year. These costs are 
overwhelming, and we never expected so many people to stand with us on 
this journey. We are deeply thankful.”
The funds raised have already helped to cover some specialist fees and 
current treatment in Pretoria, where Avanya is receiving therapy to aid 
muscle healing. Beyond finances, the day gave the Espag family strength 
— proof that they are not walking this road alone.

Child Assault Case Faces Yet Another Delay

Thaba Fire and Rescue never back down

Thabazimbi – A fire that broke out 
on Tuesday, 23 September 2025, 
behind Sasol in Acasia Street left 
a local lapa in ashes and nearby 
properties in danger. Thanks to swift 
teamwork and brave community 
spirit, greater tragedy was averted.
Emergency teams rushed to the 
scene, including Thaba Fire and 
Rescue, WildMed Emergency 
Services, and the Waterberg District 
Fire team. Community members also 
pitched in, with one resident dousing 
flames in the spruit and preventing 
a grass-roof home from catching 
alight. Local VF Plus representative, 
Frik Erasmus, was also on the scene 
assisting with the response.
Angelique Loots, one of the directors 
of Thaba Fire and Rescue, said: 
“Every fire is a reminder of how 
quickly things can turn devastating. 
What matters most is how people 
come together. The support from 
WildMed, Waterberg District’s Fire 
team, and community members 
shows the true meaning of standing 
strong in the face of danger.”

Thabazimbi – When flames roar and danger 
strikes, there is one team the people of Thabazimbi 
know they can count on — Thaba Fire and Rescue. 
From veld fires racing across the land to homes 
and businesses under threat, these men and 
women stand tall, giving their time, their strength, 
and sometimes even their safety to protect others.
Between 1 July and 23 September 2025, the team 
responded to an incredible 163 fire emergencies. 
Every call carried a story of lives and livelihoods 
at risk:

•	 A grass-roof home saved from destruction.
•	 A food truck lost to flames.
•	 A veld blaze sparked by a burning vehicle.
•	 A family home in Thabazimbi scorched, but 

contained.
•	 A business with a thatched roof completely 

destroyed… just to mention a few. 
Through it all, they fought relentlessly. Even more 
sobering, 104 of these fires happened during the 
official fire ban period, when conditions were at 
their most dangerous.

Speaking on behalf of the team, Angelique Loots, 
one of the directors of Thaba Fire and Rescue, 
said: “These past months have reminded us 
why we do what we do. We are always ready to 
tackle the challenges of emergency response and 
community safety. Together, we aim to strengthen 
Thaba Fire and Rescue’s position as a trusted and 
vital service provider.”
But Thaba Fire and Rescue is more than just a fire 
service. They are there when someone is trapped 
in the mountains, when a car crash shatters lives, 
when water turns deadly, when time runs out. They 
are there — always.
And they do this not for profit, but for people. 
As a non-profit organisation (NPO) made up of 
volunteers, they sacrifice weekends, family time, 
and comfort so that the community can rest a little 
easier.
A massive thank-you also goes to WildMed 
Emergency Services, who are always ready to 
stand shoulder to shoulder with Thaba Fire and 
Rescue when the call for help comes.

The truth is, they are not 
just responders. They 
are guardians. They 
are the heartbeat of 

Thabazimbi’s safety. And 
to every firefighter who 
pulls on those boots — 
our community says: 

thank you.

Thabazimbi – The child assault case involving Ria Oberholzer, Petrus Oelofse, and Jesica 
Hull has once again been postponed, this time to 27 and 28 October 2025 in the Thabazimbi 
Magistrates’ Court. Originally set to resume on 22 September 2025, the trial has now been 
pushed back more than a month.
The accused — who remain out on bail — face serious charges. Oelofse is charged with sexual 
assault and child neglect, while Oberholzer and Hull face charges of child neglect and assault with 
intent to cause grievous bodily harm. This trial has dragged on since March 2024, when charges 
were first laid. Along the way, the matter has seen multiple postponements.

Northam — Tragedy struck again on Tuesday morning, 23 September 
2025, on the R510 near Northam, where a motor vehicle accident 
claimed another life and left three others seriously injured. One of the 
patients had to be airlifted by helicopter for urgent medical treatment.
The cause of the accident remains under investigation, but community 
members and emergency services alike are voicing growing concern 
about the state of this road. 
Pierre Loots, director of Thaba Fire and Rescue, expressed deep 
frustration: “The R510 has become a danger zone. SANRAL must 
urgently complete this road, which has been left in a hazardous state 

for months now. Lives are being lost, and families are left devastated.” 
This tragic incident follows several recent crashes on the same stretch 
of road. Just weeks ago, on 31 August 2025, another accident on the 
R510 close to Northam claimed a life, a head-on collision between 
two light motor vehicles ended in tragedy.
