Heat, Rain… and Black Mambas

The overturned delivery bakkie near Dwaalboom

Thabazimbi – Residents are being 
urged to stay alert following a sudden 
rise in snake encounters — including 
two black mamba incidents reported in 
one day alone. 
Black mambas are extremely fast, 
highly venomous, and notoriously 
defensive when cornered.
The combination of intense heat and 
recent heavy rainfall has created 
ideal conditions for snake movement, 
pushing them closer to homes, gardens, 
and farm areas.  Pierre Loots, CEO of 
Thaba Fire and Rescue sounded the 
alarm: “It’s summertime, and we need 
to be vigilant.”
DO NOT TRY TO CATCH OR KILL 
A SNAKE YOURSELF
Officials stress that attempting to chase, 
kill, or handle a snake — especially a 
black mamba — can be deadly. “Please 
do NOT try to remove the snake 
yourself. Call us. Let the experts handle 
them,” Loots reminded. Professional 
snake catchers and rescue teams, 
including Thaba Fire and Rescue and 
WildMed Emergency Services, remain 
on standby to assist the public safely.

Snakes are dangerous — but 
also part of nature
While snakes can be frightening, 
experts note that they play an essential 
ecological role by controlling rodent 
populations. Even so, their presence 
in residential areas requires caution 
— especially species common in this 
region, such as:

•	 Black mamba
•	 Mozambique spitting cobra
•	 Puff adder

Bites from these species can be fatal if 
not treated immediately, making prompt 
medical attention and professional 
assistance critical.
Safety tips 

•	 Stay alert when walking through 
long grass, around woodpiles, or 
near water runoff.

•	 Keep pets and children away from 
areas where snakes may hide.

•	 Do not attempt to corner or kill 
a snake — this dramatically 
increases the chance of being 
bitten.

•	 Save emergency contact numbers 
for local snake handlers and 
rescue services.

Platinum Bushvelder newspaper | R511 — 
A troubling rise in serious accidents along the 
R511 has prompted renewed concern from 
emergency services. P&K Towing and Recovery 
reports that the stretch of road has become 
increasingly hazardous, with two significant 
incidents recorded on 6 and 7 December 2025.

Koedoeskop Tragedy Claims Two Lives
A devastating collision occurred on 6 December 
at 22:10, roughly 4.5 km past the Koedoeskop 
turn-off, leaving two people dead and a 
community in mourning. According to Lefa 
Rachuene of P&K Towing and Recovery, the 
victims were part of a family of four travelling 
home to Swartklip after celebrating a graduation 
ceremony earlier that day.
Emergency teams from Bela Bela Pathology, 
Northam Police, Thaba Fire and Rescue, 
Northam Fire Rescue, and P&K Towing and 
Recovery worked late into the night at the scene.
“Our heartfelt condolences go out to the family,” 
Rachuene said, noting that the increase in 
incidents along this section of the R511 is 
becoming “deeply worrying.”

Platinum Bushvelder newspaper | Thabazimbi – Local police have 
urged residents to rely on verified information after false claims circulated 
on Facebook this week suggesting that escaped suspect Marshall 
Mugwira had been re-arrested.
These social media reports are incorrect. Police again confirmed on 
Wednesday morning, 10 December 2025, that Mugwira has not been 
apprehended and remains on the run.
Mugwira, 33, escaped from custody on Monday, 1 December 2025, 
shortly after appearing in the Thabazimbi Magistrate’s Court. According 
to police, he had already been loaded into the back of a police van when 
he allegedly kicked the door off its railing and fled — still in handcuffs.
He is wanted in connection with an aggravated robbery involving the theft 
of a gas stove, solar batteries, and inverters valued at approximately 
R69,000. Mugwira is expected to appear in court again on 19 January 
2026, and failure to do so may lead to additional charges.
Police continue to caution community members not to approach him if 
seen. Authorities emphasise that sharing unverified information online 
can hinder ongoing investigations and cause unnecessary panic.
Anyone who can help locate Mugwira is urged to contact captain 
Du Plessis on 082 565 7611 and allow trained officers to handle the 
situation.

Driver Walks Away Unharmed in 
Dwaalboom Overturning
In a separate incident, a delivery bakkie overturned in a 
single-vehicle crash near Dwaalboom on 7 December at 
around 11:00. According to Abraham Lebogo of P&K Towing 
and Recovery, “Remarkably, the driver — the sole occupant 
— escaped without injury.” State ambulance services and 
P&K Towing and Recovery responded swiftly to the scene, 
ensuring the area was secured and the vehicle recovered 
safely.

With accidents increasing sharply, emergency responders 
are urging motorists to take extra care, especially during the 
festive season when road traffic typically intensifies.
